Eleanor Acer, Director of Human Rights First’s (HRF) Asylum Program, supervises HRF’s pro
bono representation program and works with HRF’s Washington staff on matters related to
domestic refugee policy. Under Ms. Acer’s leadership, HRF has obtained asylum for more than 90
percent of HRF refugee clients in the New York and Washington, DC, metropolitan areas. Ms. Acer
oversees a 1,000-member volunteer lawyer network, maintains the quality of legal service provision
to asylum seekers from 88 countries, directs the program’s training component, and guides HRF’s
staff attorneys. Ms. Acer speaks and writes regularly on issues relating to US asylum law and policy.

Before coming to HRF in 1996, Ms. Acer was an associate handling federal litigation at Kirkpatrick
& Lockhart, LLP, and, before that, at Lord Day & Lord, Barrett Smith. She has coordinated
mentoring programs and has served on the International Human Rights Committee and
Immigration Committee of the Association of the Bar of New York.

Ms. Acer received her JD from Fordham University School of Law (1988) and her BA in History
from Brown University (1984).

George Clark

Retired 1" Sergeant George Clark served with the US Army Special Forces in Vietnam from 1967 to
1970. He was wounded in 1970 and returned to Fort Bragg, North Carolina. Mr. Clark was
honorably discharged in 1972, and joined the 12th Special Forces Reserves where he served until
1976. In 1980, Mr. Clark joined the US Marine reserves until 1996 and served as platoon leader in
Tow Company Second Tank Battalion in the Gulf War.

In 1991, Clark joined Save the Montagnard People, Inc. (STMP), an organization that promotes the
advancement of the Montagnard people by preserving their culture and advocating for equitable
policies that impact their way of life. Since 2003, Mr. Clark has served as President of STMP. He is
married and has three sons, three daughters, and eight grandchildren.
